Compression Sleeve
Function:
Wear compression sleeve for the management of lymphedema and other edema.
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Use:
1. Fold Armsleeve on itself, from the top down.  Note positioning of the wide band.  Insert hand.
2. Gently pull complete Armsleeve on to the elbow.  The Armsleeve should now be positioned over the wrist and elbow portion of the arm. 
3. Gently pull the op of the Armsleeve up to its correct end location (top of the arm). 
4. Smooth out any wrinkles or folds that may appear.

5. Optional: 
a. a donning aid may be used to help slide the sleeve over your hand.

b. “It Stay” keeps therapeutic supports in place and is ideal for larger arms if rolling should occur.

Care/Maintenance:
1. Garment may be hand or machine washed in warm water.  Separate light from dark colors.  Use mild detergent.
2. Do not use high phosphate detergents.  Do not use chlorine bleach.  

3. Armsleeve may be dried flat, drip dried or tumble dry on low setting.  

4. Do not iron.  Do not dry clean.
Precautions:
Consult your physician or healthcare professional if you experience skin infections, weeping dermatosis (skin weeps fluid), incompatibility to the fabric or impaired sensitivity of the limb.  
Report failures, malfunctions or changes in your physical condition to us as soon as possible.
